[bookmark: _GoBack]Remote Education Provision: Information for Parents 
[bookmark: _30j0zll]This information is intended to provide clarity and transparency to pupils and parents or carers about what to expect from remote education if local restrictions require entire cohorts (or bubbles) to remain at home. 
For details of what to expect where individual pupils are self-isolating, please see the final section of this page.
[bookmark: _1fob9te]The remote curriculum: what is taught to pupils at home?
We will be providing the equivalent of up to 4 hours of learning daily for KS2 and 3 hours for KS1. Reception children will receive at least 2 hours of learning daily.
· There will be daily 20 minute English and Maths lessons for each class via Google Meet [video]. A follow up differentiated [different tasks for different ability levels] task will be set for the children. Reading [Bug Club, comprehension activities, daily reading for pleasure] - try to continue with Destination Reader. For KS1, remind children to log in to Bug Club and read daily.
· Class assembly [10 minutes] twice a week - All teachers will choose a time, twice a week where they will meet with their class through Google Meet. Put a message in the stream with the joining link, to tell the children when to join, or post a video telling them to join. This assembly is an opportunity to support the children’s wellbeing. You may choose to share news, give reminders about learning, practise spellings and time tables. If you have any concerns about the children following the assemblies, please let your phase leader know. For safeguarding purposes, a TA/LSA will join you. It is your responsibility to let them know the day and time of the assembly. Look at the protocol below to find out which adult will be supporting you.
· Where it is deemed necessary, teachers will deliver face to face catch up lessons for identified children.
· Weekly differentiated learning will be set in the following subjects : 
· Grammar practice
· Spelling
· Science
· PSHE
· RE
· History/Geography
· Computing
· Spanish for KS2
· Signposting to Art/DT, PE and Music e.g. YouTube link, BBC Bitesize
· All learning will be marked
What should my child expect from immediate remote education in the first day or two of pupils being sent home?  
The children will have immediate access to the above activities through the Google Classroom. Any child who does not have access to the Google Classroom will be provided with printed learning to complete. Phone calls will be made to families where learning has not been accessed or submitted.

Following the first few days of remote education, will my child be taught broadly the same curriculum as they would if they were in school? 
Your child will be completing learning based on the National Curriculum Objectives that would be covered in school this term. The learning will be clearly differentiated, resourced and supported by supplementary videos to further engage the children - some of which will be recorded by their teachers, where appropriate.  

Remote Teaching and Study Time Each Day
How long can I expect work set by the school to take my child each day? 
We expect that remote education (including remote teaching and independent work) will take pupils broadly the following number of hours each day:
We will be providing the equivalent of up to 4 hours of learning daily for KS2 and 3 hours for KS1. Reception children will receive at least 2 hours of learning daily.
In Reception, this will consist of daily Phonics, Reading, Writing and Maths activities, as well as 2 face to face class assemblies weekly. Throughout the week, they will receive various learning activities from the 7 areas of learning in the EYFS Curriculum. Intervention support will be provided for targeted children.
In KS1 and 2, there will be a daily lesson in English and Maths with a follow up activity to be completed. Reading will also be set daily. Weekly activities will consist of :
· Grammar practice
· Spelling
· Science
· PSHE
· RE
· History/Geography
· Spanish KS2
· Computing
The children will be signposted to Art, PE and Music through sites such as BBC Bitesize. The children also have access to further activities through Bug Club, Purple Mash and Times Table Rockstars.
Accessing Remote Education
How will my child access any online remote education you are providing? 
The children will access their learning through Google Classroom. For KS1 and KS2, each child has their own username and password to access this. The children also have access to further activities through Bug Club, Purple Mash and Times Table Rockstars. Reception children will access their learning with their parents. It is emailed to them daily. 
If my child does not have digital or online access at home, how will you support them to access remote education? 
We recognise that some pupils may not have suitable online access at home. We take the following approaches to support those pupils to access remote education:
Through the Government scheme [Free School Meals children from years 3 to 6], and through the use of our own school laptops, we will ensure that children, who do not have access to a device to complete their learning, will be able to request a laptop, Dongle and data, if necessary. This can be done by responding to the letter sent to all families, or by contacting the school by email or telephone. Parents will then be able to collect the laptop from school as soon as arrangements can be made. In some cases, the laptop may be delivered to the family home.
For those families who do not meet the criteria for a laptop, or for whom uploading learning is proving difficult, printed learning will be available for parents to collect twice a week from the school. In some cases, it will be posted to families.
Teachers will keep a weekly log of access to, and completion of, learning. SLT and the office will communicate regularly with those families where children are not accessing or completing learning to ensure support is provided with the technology, or by providing printed learning.
How will my child be taught remotely? 
We use a combination of the following approaches to teach pupils remotely:
For Reception children, in addition to the learning set, there will be 2 face to face weekly assemblies with the class teacher, as well as extra targeted interventions. Phonics and Maths recorded lessons will be available for the children as well. 
In KS1 and 2, to support the learning set, there will be video supported lessons in English and Maths [and other subjects, where appropriate], 2 face to face weekly assemblies with the class teacher, as well as extra targeted interventions for individual children provided by teaching and learning support assistants. Further face to face interventions will be provided by class teachers in Reading and Maths for targeted groups of children.
[The video supported lessons may consist of a recorded lesson by the teacher, a White Rose Maths video showing the calculation processes, appropriate YouTube links as well as resources taken from the Oak National Academy.]
Engagement and Feedback
What are your expectations for my child’s engagement and the support that we as parents and carers should provide at home? 
The expectation is that all activities are completed to a high standard. Teachers will provide examples of what is expected in their video lessons or through the face to face class assemblies. Reception children will be engaged in learning for approximately 2 hours every day, KS1, 3 hours and KS2, 4 hours. This does not need to happen in one block. It may be spread out throughout the day to manage the completion as we understand that children will not be able to concentrate on their learning for 4 hours in one block - we recommend that the children break up their learning with rest breaks and physical activity. Also, this will allow siblings to share devices.

Expectations of Parents / Carers
 
During any period of remote learning, parents / carers should ensure that they:
●  	Monitor their child’s completion of online learning, ensuring that they are keeping up with the tasks set for them and completing them to a high standard. 
●  	Raise any questions or concerns about remote learning with the school via the Google Classroom or lowerschooladmin@preston-manor.com email address
●  	Let the school know of any changes in family circumstances which might impact on their child’s ability to complete the set work, including any issues with technology which the school may be able to support with. 
If pupils do not adhere to expectations around remote learning, including if they don’t engage with the remote learning set for them, we will:
●  	Contact the family via email or phone to discuss which expectations are not being met, discussing any support needed and agreeing realistic targets for improvement
●  	If a pupil’s behaviour persistently breaches the school’s behaviour policy and if allowing the pupil to continue to be part of the remote learning community would seriously harm the education and welfare of others, the pupil may be excluded from the chat function within the Google Classroom.
How will you check whether my child is engaging with their work and how will I be informed if there are concerns? 
All teachers will keep a record of engagement and completion of activities. In the first instance, contact will be made with the family through a text or email. Following this, the SLT and office staff will contact families to follow up any identified concerns. This may be because of technological issues, or lack of motivation. Teachers will support by adding messages at the end of the learning or in the Google Classroom. We aim to support parents with strategies to improve this. Follow up phone calls and texts will be made to support the families.
How will you assess my child’s work and progress? 
Feedback can take many forms and may not always mean extensive written comments for individual children. Our approach to feeding back on pupil work is as follows:
In English and Maths, the children will receive daily written comments which may require next steps for the children to complete. Children should check these and make the amendments when learning is returned to them. Reminders about this will be given during class assemblies and through messages from the teachers in the Google Classroom. Please can parents also remind their children to make the improvements. In other subjects, next steps will be provided to address any misconceptions. Again, the work will be returned for the child to improve. Teachers will keep a record of what has been submitted and use this to assess gaps in knowledge during the period of remote learning. Gaps will be addressed and follow up assessments will take place on the return to learning in school. 
Additional Support For Pupils With Particular Needs 
How will you work with me to help my child who needs additional support from adults at home to access remote education? 
We recognise that some pupils, for example some pupils with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND), may not be able to access remote education without support from adults at home. We acknowledge the difficulties this may place on families, and we will work with parents and carers to support those pupils in the following ways:
Learning for all children will be differentiated - all children will receive tasks which suit their ability, including challenging them.
For those children with identified SEND needs, differentiated learning will be provided by the teacher as well as supporting tasks which will be posted daily by teaching and learning support assistants. This will be marked regularly to monitor the child’s progress. Additionally, children may be identified for some face to face lessons to support reading and Maths. A weekly session will be delivered by the class teacher.
The SENCO will share the SALT targets, OT targets and other external agency advice with class teachers as if in the school setting. Teachers have access to any EHCPs and annual review documents to continue to provide learning that is appropriate and to meet their special educational needs. LSAs will continue to set a variety of activities related to additional BARICS targets for pupils with EHCPs. TAs continue to support pupils with intervention tasks through the Google Classroom, although they will adapt these to support online learning. External agencies follow their own risk assessment procedures for their organisations, but if they are allowed to visit then the school will risk assess in order to allow therapists to visit the setting to continue socially distanced face-to-face sessions with pupils in the key worker provision. Therapists will also provide remote sessions with families to continue support. The SENCO keeps in touch with parents of pupils with EHCPs and with the most complex needs and will draw on the advice of the BOAT team and other external agencies where relevant. Parents of pupils with special educational needs can also contact the SENCO through the office team and she will contact them. Annual reviews will continue to take place via Zoom and external agencies are invited to attend these, along with parents and pupils.  
It is expected that parents will support Reception and KS1 children with their learning, where possible. Feedback from parents of children in Reception and Year 1 also helps to inform the activities set by the teachers. There will be some repetition of tasks to consolidate learning and teachers will also post ideas in the Google Classroom to support parents.

Remote Education for Self-isolating Pupils
If my child is not in school because they are self-isolating, how will their remote education differ from the practices described above ?
Where individual pupils need to self-isolate but the majority of their peer group remains in 
school, how remote education is provided will likely differ from the approach for whole groups. This is due to the challenge of teaching both pupils at school and at home.

[bookmark: _p80nuhbwpxzx]For those children self-isolating while their peers are in school, the class teacher will post learning in the Google Classroom as soon as he/she is informed.
· The teacher will set a Reading, Writing and Maths task on Google Classroom daily for each child self-isolating, until the child returns to school. 
· Weekly, a Science, History/Geography, Spelling, Home Learning task will also be set.
· Children will be signposted to fun/creative learning signposting to Art/Music or BBC Bitesize activities.
· All learning will be differentiated according to the child’s ability. Where possible, the same learning set in the classroom will be set for those children isolating.
· Learning can be supplemented by supporting videos from White Rose Maths or Oak Academy.
· The learning will be marked daily with next steps feedback.
· Should children not have access to the online learning, printed copies will be provided for the family to collect from school. [This may include revision activities as well as the current learning.]
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
