
Curriculum Overview - Year 3 - Autumn 2 2023 
 
 
 

English 
Text: This half-term, the children will be focusing on the book 
‘Escape from Pompeii’. 
Genres: The children will write a range of different genres based 
on the above book. They will write diary entries and newspaper 
reports. 
Reading: In our Destination Reader lessons this half-term, the 
children will be reading the book ‘Betsey Biggalow is Here’. The 
children will focus on the skills ‘inferring,’ ‘summarising,’ ‘making 
connections’ and ‘evaluating.’ 
Grammar and punctuation: In their writing lessons, the children 
will continue to practise the grammar skills taught so far this year, 
as well as learning to use a vs an correctly and apostrophes. 

Maths 
Addition and Subtraction – The children will add and subtract 
three digit numbers with and without exchanging. They will use 
pictorial and number representations for this. 
Measurement – The children will measure perimeter in different 
units including mm, cm, m and km. 
Multiplication and Division – The children will multiply and divide 
by 3, 4 and 8s. 
Fractions- The children will learn to identify unit and non-unit 
fractions. 
Shapes- The children will recap 2D shapes. They will then make 
and describe 3D shapes by looking at their properties. Also, they 
will look at horizontal, vertical, parallel and perpendicular lines. 

Science 
This half term in science, the children will be learning all about 
rocks. The children will identify how rocks are formed. They will 
also compare and group together different kinds of rocks on the 
basis of their appearance and simple physical properties. This will 
help them categorise rocks into the 3 main types. In addition to 
this, the children will apply scientific enquiry skills such as 
conducting different investigations in relation to rocks. 
 
Key vocabulary: 
Mineral, fossils, igneous, sedimentary, metamorphic, soil, 
fossilisation 
 

Religious Education 
Children will interpret and use art to express beliefs about 
spirituality, inner self and the soul. They willalso design the cover 
and blurb for a book titled ‘ What makes us human?’. 
 
Key vocabulary: soul, spirit, belief, faith, spirituality, guidance,  

History 
Children will identify different Ages, (Stone, Bronze and Iron) by 
exploring artefacts and settlements. They will then progress into 
the Iron Age developments that changed the ways of life e.g the 
plough and sharper tools and weapons. They will apply key 
History enquiry skills such as researching, analysing, comparing, 
contrasting and chronology. 

Key vocabulary: settlements, nomads, Skara Brae, Stonehenge, 
Neolithic, hunters and gatherers 

Design Technology 
Children will explore Ancient Egyptian art and learn about how 
and why it was created. They will respond through drawing 
patterns and shapes to make Ancient Egyptian scrolls. 
 
Key vocabulary: Egypt, scroll, paper, parchment, pattern, ancient 

Computing 
This half-term, the children will be learning all about coding. They 
will be using the program 2Code on Purple Mash throughout this 
unit of learning. 

PSHE 
This half-term, the children will learn about keeping and staying 
healthy, and enterprise. 

PE 
This half-term, the children will be focusing on dance in their 
indoor PE lessons. They will explore a range of techniques 
including creating shapes with their bodies. 

Music  
The children’s learning this half-term will focus around ‘in the 
past’ and ‘communication.’ 
  
 

Modern  Foreign Languages:  
The children will continue to learn greetings and introducing 
themselves followed by learning the days of the week, months 
and how to say when their birthday is - written and spoken.
